ORDINANCE 2015-15
First Reading & Introduction
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER XIX, TRAFFIC, SECTION 19-40.1 PARKING METER ZONES AND REGULATIONS, OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY

Council member Magovern offered Ordinance 2015-15 for first reading and introduction, which was seconded by Council member Nicolay and approved by the following vote:

PUBLIC SESSION:
Claire Deicke, stated she loves the idea of a summer camp for the children. She asked if there would be a training session for those teenagers that would be working with the camp. Council member Nicolay replied yes and added that we will be interviewing people. Complimented police department for the unity tour fundraiser which was a great event. 
Brendan Reed, 100 Ninth Avenue, thanked DPW for doing an excellent job filling in the potholes on Ninth Avenue. 

Robert Burman, 5 Ocean Avenue, asked if there will be metered parking on the west side. Ms. Connolly stated it is only to increase the fee for the east side.

Michael Seebeck, 110 Second Avenue, asked about the $925,000 settlement discussed at the end of the last meeting. Council member Magovern stated there was a lot of work done by Birdsall Engineering after the storm that they billed us for but then went bankrupt. Their book was bought by another company at a discounted rate. We were able to negotiate and pay less than what we had owed Birdsall originally. Mr. Seebeck asked what specifically that money was for. Council member Magovern didn’t have the details in front of him but said that Birdsall had done the work and done a great job. Mr. Seebeck felt there should be more discussion and explanation of what this money is for. Ms. Connolly stated that money is for over 30 different jobs that were done in late 2012 and early 2013. Mr. Seebeck asked if any of this money is FEMA reimbursable. Ms. Connolly replied yes.

David Schneck, 302 C Street, questioned if there was interest in the settlement. Mr. DuPont stated their original claim was for the invoices, some interest and attorney fees. Mr. Schneck felt these types of settlements should be discussed in executive session and have full minutes taken that can be made to the public. He added that there is no way to know how involved the council was with this decision. He would like the council to hold executive sessions in the future. Mr. DuPont stated there was no need for any discussion in an executive session, there was a resolution on the agenda at the last meeting.

Mr. Seebeck stated he wanted to compliment the Mayor and Council for running a very good auction for food concessions at the last meeting.

Council member Magovern made a motion to close the public session and adjourn the meeting, which was seconded by Council member Keown-Blackburn and approved unanimously.
