REGULAR MEETING

JULY 1, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Belmar held on the above date at 6:00 PM at the Belmar Municipal Building, 601 Main Street.

SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS:

· Council member Magovern presented a book written by former Mayor Bamford that has historical data on Belmar to Historical Society. 
· Special Resolutions Honoring Jane Preville, Teri Hennessey, and Haley Behre
WORKSHOP DISCUSSION:
· Ms. Connolly stated the Ed Brown Estate is donating a playground to replace the Maclearie Park Playground.
· Ms. Connolly discussed with the Mayor and Council the hazard mitigation plan for Lake Como. She gave updates on the status of repairs done to Lake Como to date as well as repairs to still be done. There is a project worksheet created with Belmar, Lake Como and Spring Lake to address future mitigation. A good portion of the outfall pipe has been replaced which will help drain the lake. 
· Mike Campbell, Director of Public Works, stated it is easier to drain the lake and they are getting prepared for the upcoming storm even though the level of the lake is low right now. 

· Mayor Doherty suggested looking into purchasing the rights to the outfall pipe so in the future it will make it easier to make sure it is repaired and maintained properly.

· Peter Piro, 300 North Blvd., gave each council member a document listing the history of the lake. He would like steel sheathing and dunes to be installed if possible even though FEMA would not cover the cost of it. He felt it should be looked into. Paul Calabrese, Maser Consulting, stated the steel sheathing was put in to protect the boardwalk. He added that an engineered dune system would help with small storms but not Hurricane Sandy type storms and are very large dunes. Mr. Piro stated he would like to see more attention to the maintenance of the lake.
· Mark Fitzgerald, Snyder Avenue, stated there are longer term problems with the lake that need to be addressed. The pitch and elevation of the pipe is too low. He suggested installing a pump house so that pumps don’t have to be brought in every time there is a storm. Also need to look into dredging the lake.

· Bruce Essler, 1901 B Street, agrees there needs to be a long term solution but also wants to see the lake be cleaned. He would be concerned about trying to purchase ownership of the pipe and the legal ramifications from that.

Council member Magovern: Beach badge sales are good. Congratulated resident Marina Mabrey who was all state in basketball and will be a senior at Manasquan next year and was already accepted to Notre Dame. Also congratulated Colin McDermott who will be attending West Point. Bill Blanchfield, Maplewood Road, has played at all 200 golf courses in NJ. Tomorrow morning will be working on cleaning up the rain garden at North Blvd. The A Street line to Shark River is complete. 
Council member Keown-Blackburn: Woman’s Club flower show and luncheon was very successful. Council of Churches completed their food drive. ADA Committee is working on a new resource guide. July 10th at 6 pm will be walking the boardwalk with the mayor. July 16th is the sandcastle contest. July 19th is the Choose Your Cover skin cancer screening event. July 23rd is the next senior luncheon. Wished everyone a safe and happy Fourth of July.
Council member Bean: Asked if there are lifeguards at the L Street beach. Ms. Connolly replied yes. He stated he got a complaint that a lifeguard left early and there are people smoking there. Thanked everyone who participated in Military Appreciation Day. 

Council member Nicolay: Agreed Military Appreciation Day was a great event. Thanked the Library for the Carlo’s Creatures event. The Belmar Business Partnership has Belmar flags for sale at Salon Marsal and Taylor Hardware. They’ve added flowers throughout town. Next Cruise Night is July 17th. There’s a new billboard on the Turnpike promoting Belmar. Woman’s volleyball will be starting up again. Toddler playgrounds were added at the beach. Arts Council is open and is having a show called Jersey Shore Moments this weekend. Nick Baldino is donating $20,000 to Taylor Pavilion and a portrait of Jean Audrey Bonk Baldino who was the first female lifeguard will be displayed there. The unveiling of the picture will be this Saturday at the gazebo.

The grade along the west side is uneven so MB1 is going to install a ramp for easy access to the storefronts at the rear of the building. The agreement allows them 20 feet of access to complete the work. They will also be increasing handicap accessibility by having two handicap parking spots and handicap ramps.
