  RESOLUTION PERMITTING SPECIAL EVENTS

WHEREAS, applications have been received by the Special Events Committee as per Ordinance 16-14.4 “Permits and Special Event Permits;” and

WHEREAS, said applications have been reviewed by the Special Events Committee and by the Borough Council; and

WHEREAS, the following events are recommended for approval with conditions if applicable:
Belmar Fresh & Local Artists Market: Saturdays beginning in May and ending in September, Farmers market will be located in Pyanoe Plaza and operate from 9:00am (set-up begins at 8:00am) and end around Noon, Artists Market will be located along the Marina Walkway under the Hwy 35 Bridge and will operate from Noon to 5.00pm. Both events will take place on Saturday. No additional Borough resources are needed. Costs will be assigned at the end of the season depending on the amount of support required. Costs will not exceed $1,000.00. A representative for the event will be on site at all times. Borough will be furnished with all necessary insurance.

Celtic Chase: 1 Mile Fun Run/Walk around Silver Lake. Saturday, March 5th 2016. Event will begin at Noon (sign ups at 10.00am) and end by 1.00pm. No additional Borough resources are required

Movies on the Beach: Movies will be screened at 8th Avenue Beach on Saturdays beginning July 9th and ending on Saturday, August 27th, movies begin at dusk. No additional Borough resources are required.

Friday Night Concert Series: Concerts will take place at Pyanoe Plaza, concerts will begin at 6:30pm and end at 9:30pm. Concert series will last from Friday, May 27th until Friday, September 2nd. No additional Borough resources are required

New Jersey Seafood Festival: May 13th & 15th. Friday, May 3th 3:00-8:00pm, Saturday, May 14th 11:00am-8:00pm, Sunday, May 15th 11:00am-6:00pm. Event will take place at Silver Lake Park between 5th & 6th Avenue. No one can stay in trailers overnight. Some sponsor parking will be allowed on the North Side of Silver Lake between Ocean Avenue and A Street. No Parking on Ocean Avenue between 5th & 6th Avenue. No animals will be allowed in the Festival area and signs will be posted at the perimeters of the park. There must be two feet between the backs of the Food Vendors, and the vendors must report to the Fire Marshall when they change their propane tanks. In addition the Fire Marshall will randomly check all food vendors. The wine tent will be manned at all times and no one under the age of 21 will be allowed in the Wine Tent. A $3000.00 donation will be made to Belmar Safety Day, payable before May 1st 2016 

Belmar Beach Music Festival: Tuesday, August 30th, event will take place on the Belmar Boardwalk, between 5:30-9:00pm. No additional borough resources are required.

San Gennaro Festival in Belmar: Friday, September 17th & Saturday, September 18th on Main Street between 10th & 13th Avenue. Main Street will be closed between 10th and 13th Avenue between 8:00am and 8:00pm each day. No additional Borough resources are required.

Octoberfest: Sunday, October 9th on Main Street between 8th & 10th Avenue including Pyanoe Plaza. Main Street will be closed between 8th and 10th Avenue from 8:00am until 6:00pm. No additional Borough resources are required.

Jersey Shore Special Olympics Relay: Saturday, April 16th, Belmar Boardwalk between 11.00am and 1:00pm. No additional Borough resources are required.

Belmar Drum Circle: Belmar Boardwalk and 14th Avenue. Event will take place every Wednesday beginning April 27th and ending 28th of September 2016. Event will begin around 5:30PM and end no later than 9:00PM. No additional Borough resources are required.

National MS Society Walk: Sunday, April 17th 2016. Event begins at 7:00am and is over by 2:00pm. Participants will leave Bar A in Lake Como and proceed East on 16th Ave to Ocean Avenue, walkers will then proceed to the Spring Lake Boardwalk. Organization must inform all Belmar residents impacted by road closing either by mail or door to door drop off. Organization must also provide the Borough of Belmar with written copies of permission received from other communities involved in the event. Costs for this event is $2,100.00 (PD $1,500.00 DPW $500.00 $100.00 BEF) Check payable to the Borough of Belmar no later than February 20th 2016.

Annual Mama Mere 5K Run/Walk: Saturday, April 2nd 2016. Event begins at 7:00am and is over by 1:00pm. Participants will leave Bar A in Lake Como and proceed East on 16th Ave to B Street, participants will turn South on B Street to North Blvd, and then go around Lake Como on to Main St and return to Bar A. Organization must inform all Belmar residents impacted by road closing either by mail or door to door drop off. Organization must also provide the Borough of Belmar with written copies of permission received from other communities involved in the event. Costs for this event is $2100.00 (PD $1,500.00 DPW$500.00 $100.00 BEF) Check payable to the Borough of Belmar no later than February 20th 2016.
