
RESOLUTION NO. 2015-

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE FIFTH AND TENTH AVENUE PAVILIONS
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Belmar wishes to construct the Fifth and Tenth Avenue Pavilions; and

WHEREAS, on July 7, 2015, the Mayor and Borough Council finally adopted Bond Ordinance 2015-25 entitled “BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE 5TH AVENUE PAVILION IN AND BY THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $4,100,000 THEREFORE AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $3,895,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH TO FINANCE PART OF THE COST THEREOF”, and

WHEREAS, a referendum on the Ordinance was held on November 3, 2015 at the General Election; and

WHEREAS, the majority of voters approved the adoption of Bond Ordinance 2015-25 and the results of that election were duly certified and published in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:49-11; and
WHEREAS, on June 23, 2015, the Mayor and Borough Council finally adopted Bond Ordinance 2015-23 entitled “BOND ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE 10TH AVENUE PAVILION IN AND BY THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY, APPROPRIATING $2,000,000 THEREFOR AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $1,900,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE BOROUGH TO FINANCE THE COST THEREOF.” and
WHEREAS, the purchase of goods and services by local contracting units and State of New Jersey Contracts and  Cooperative Purchasing Programs is authorized by the Local Contracts Law, 40A:11-12;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Borough Council that the Business Administrator is authorized to procure materials, supplies, labor and equipment for the construction of the Fifth and Tenth Avenue Pavilions in accordance with New Jersey State Local Contracts Law 40A:11.

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Mayor and Borough Council that all necessary approvals for said materials, supplies, labor and equipment shall be obtained with the recommendation of the Borough Engineer, certifications of the Chief Financial Officer and Purchasing Agent and approval of the Mayor and Borough Council as required.
