RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EMERGENCY PURCHASE 

PURSUANT TO NJSA 40A:11-6

WHEREAS, an emergency had arisen with respect to the condition of a critical portion of the marina bulkhead; and
WHEREAS, a certification of an imminent hazard was received from the Borough Engineer; and

WHEREAS, an emergency purchase pursuant to NJSA 40A:11-6 may be awarded without advertisement for bids or bidding in that an emergency affecting the health and public safety requires the immediate performance of the service.

WHEREAS, there is the need for emergency replacement of a critical portion of the marina bulkhead and fuel line as stated by the Borough Engineer.  The bulkhead is unstable and in imminent danger of collapse and as such is unsafe and poses a danger to public safety.  This structure is an “unsafe structure” in accordance with Section 5:23-2.32 of the New Jersey Uniform Construction Code (NJUCC).  Therefore, such contract may be awarded without competitive bidding as permitted by NJSA 40A:11-6; and
WHEREAS, the Borough Engineer has received pricing from three contractors, and the recommendation for award from the Borough Engineer is to Bird Construction in the amount of $899,190.00.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Belmar that the Chief Financial Officer be and is hereby authorized to encumber said contracts as listed above.
