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ORDINANCE NO. 2011-03
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

THE SEAPORT REDEVELOPMENT PLAN

OF THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR,

IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, on August 13, 2003 the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Belmar enacted Ordinance No. 2003-18, adopting the Seaport Redevelopment Plan dated June 3, 2003, which has been amended by subsequent Ordinances (the "Plan"); and


WHEREAS, upon favorable recommendation from the Planning Board, the Mayor and Council wish to amend the Plan to change the designation of Parcel 6 from a Parcel Designated for Redevelopment to a Parcel Designated to be Rehabilitated as set forth below.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough of Belmar, County of Monmouth, New Jersey, that the Seaport Redevelopment Plan dated June 3, 2003 as amended by subsequent Ordinances, is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Section I. Section 5.0 Identification of Property for Acquisition & Redevelopment is hereby amended as follows:

5.2
Identification of Rehabilitation and Redevelopment Requirements
Parcels With Buildings To Be Rehabilitated:
Parcel 6:
Rehabilitate one story masonry used car garage. and/or redevelop with new building(s) for one or more uses permitted in Section 4.0 of this Plan. Rehabilitate and/or redevelop site with landscaping, lighting and pedestrian spaces.  The Parcel contains one property, Block 56, Lot 4, which is undersized and it is recognized that this nonconformity is a preexisting nonconformity and despite this nonconformity the Parcel can be rehabilitated and/or redeveloped as provided;

Parcels Designated for Redevelopment:
Parcel 6:
Clear one story masonry used car garage. Redevelop with new building(s) for one or more uses permitted in Section 4.0 of this Plan. Redevelop site with landscaping, lighting and pedestrian spaces;
SECTION II. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION III.  All Ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION IV.  This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after final passage, adoption and publication according to law.
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
