ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER XVI POLICE REGULATIONS AND

CHAPTER XVIII BEACHFRONT AND MARINE REGULATIONS

REGARDING PLAYING BALL AND RELATED ACTIVITIES ON PUBLIC STREETS, BOROUGH-OWNED PROPERTIES AND THE BEACHFRONT

OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY


WHEREAS, the Borough of Belmar wishes to amend its Ordinances in Chapter XVI Police Regulations regarding playing ball and related activities on public streets and Borough-owned properties; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Belmar wishes to amend its Ordinances in Chapter XVIII Beachfront and Marine Regulations regarding playing ball and related activities on the beachfront.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough of Belmar, County of Monmouth, New Jersey, that Chapter XVI Police Regulations and Chapter XVIII Beachfront and Marine Regulations, of the Borough of Belmar Revised General Ordinances is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Section I. Chapter XVI Police Regulations, is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

16-14  Regulation of Conduct in Public Parks, Recreation Areas or Any Other Public Property.

16-14.1
Unlawful Acts.

No persons in a public park, recreation area or any other public property shall:

Take part in or abet the playing of any games involving thrown throwing or otherwise propelled propelling objects such as balls, stones, arrows, javelins, horseshoes, quoits, or model airplanes except in those areas set apart for such forms of recreation.  The playing of rough or comparatively dangerous games such as football, baseball and lacrosse is prohibited except on the fields and courts or areas provided therefor. Rollerskating shall be confined to those areas specifically designed for such pastime.

SECTION II. Chapter XVIII Beachfront and Marine Regulations, is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

18-2  Beachfront Regulations.

18-2.7
Rules and Regulations.

In addition to the rules and regulations hereinafter enumerated, the Borough Council is hereby authorized and empowered to adopt, by resolution, such other rules and regulations as may be necessary for the proper control and regulation of the beachfront and the waters adjacent thereto. For purposes of this Chapter, the term "beachfront area" shall mean all areas east of Ocean Avenue, including by way of illustration and not limitation, the boardwalk, jetties, dunes, beach plantings, the beach and waters immediately adjacent thereto. Nothing herein shall be construed to limit the Borough of Belmar from enforcing other applicable provisions of the Borough of Belmar Revised General Ordinances, New Jersey State statutes or other applicable laws.

The Borough Council is further authorized and empowered to suspend, modify and/or supplement, by resolution, for a limited time the operation of certain rules and regulations governing the beachfront and the waters adjacent thereto in order to permit or facilitate special events, activities, promotions or programs authorized by resolution of the Borough Council. The following rules and regulations are hereby established.

No person shall play baseball or engage in any type of ball playing or throwing of a frisbee on the beachfront or in the water adjacent thereto during bathing hours in any manner which creates a danger or unreasonable inconvenience to others; provided, however, that all such persons shall obey all direction from life guards, and Police Officers regarding such activities ball playing. shall be permitted provided by or with the permission of the Borough and at such locations designated from time to time by resolution of the Borough Council.
t.
No person shall model or design in the Modeling or designing sand or upon any of the material upon the beachfront is permitted provided that the same is removed and the area leveled prior to leaving the area where such activities have occurred. , except with written consent obtained prior thereto from the Borough Council. Such consent shall designate where such modeling shall be done and shall be revocable at the will of the Borough Council.

From May 1 through September 30 of each year and between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., no No person shall place bicycles, baby carriages or any other vehicles upon the beachfront or boardwalk within fifteen (15') feet of a publicly designated entrance to the beachfront unless placed in a bike rack provided by the Borough.  At all other times the same shall not be placed so as to interrupt with safe and efficient access to and from the beach.
SECTION III.  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION IV.  All Ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION V.  This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after final passage, adoption and publication according to law.
