AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER XIX TRAFFIC, PART I ON-STREET TRAFFIC REGULATIONS

TO AMEND SECTION 19-16 REGARDING THE PARKING

OF CERTAIN TRUCKS, VEHICLES AND TRAILERS,

OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF

THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH,

NEW JERSEY


WHEREAS, the Borough of Belmar now desires to amend specific provisions with regard to the on-street parking of certain trucks and vehicles by amending Section 19-16; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Belmar is permitted to adopt said ordinance without the approval of the Commissioner of Transportation pursuant to N.J.S.A. 39:4-197, N.J.S.A. 39:4-140 and N.J.S.A. 39:4-8; and


WHEREAS, as required by the aforementioned statutes the Borough Engineer will, under his seal as a licensed professional engineer, certified to the governing body of the municipality, that any designation or erections of signs or placement of pavement markings has been approved by the engineer after investigation of the circumstances, and it appears to the engineer to be in the interest of safety and the expedition of traffic on the public highways, and conforms to the current standards prescribed by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, as adopted by the commissioner and that the provisions of this ordinance, is consistent with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, consistent with accepted engineering standards, based on the results of an accurate traffic and engineering survey, and does not place an undue traffic burden or impact on streets in an adjoining municipality or negatively affect the flow of traffic on the State highway system.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough of Belmar, County of Monmouth, New Jersey, that Chapter XIX Traffic, Part I On-Street Traffic Regulations of the Borough of Belmar Revised General Ordinances is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Section I. Chapter XIX Traffic, Part I On-street Traffic Regulations is hereby amended as follows:

19-16
PARKING OF CERTAIN TRUCKS, VEHICLES AND TRAILERS PROHIBITED.

No person shall park any truck or vehicle with six (6) or more wheels, dump trucks, box trucks (which shall mean any vehicle with a separate cab and box-type structure), or vehicles greater than eight feet (8') in height  over six thousand (6,000) pounds gross vehicle weight (GAW), a school bus, any other type of bus, recreational vehicle, camper, boat or trailer, however not including six-wheel pick-up trucks and not including any vehicle with handicap license plates or a properly issued and displayed handicap placard, between the hours specified upon any of the streets or parts of streets described.

However, any such trucks or vehicles, during the hours when parking is prohibited as specified above, may park at Dempsey Park which is located on Sixteenth Avenue west of the railroad tracks, or on West Railroad Avenue between Seventh Avenue and Eighth Avenue.


Further, permission may be granted by the Police Department for the temporary parking of any such trucks or vehicles during the hours when parking is prohibited as specified above and under such terms and conditions as specified by the Police Department.
SECTION II.  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION III.  All Ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION IV.  This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after final passage, adoption and publication according to law.
