AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER XVII  ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE CONTROL,

TO ADD SECTION 17-7.6 TO REQUIRE LICENSED PREMISES TO OBTAIN A COMMERCIAL FILMING MAKING PERMIT AND COMPLY WITH THE OTHER REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 20-15

AND AMENDING SECTION 20-15 ACCORDINGLY

OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR,

 IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY


WHEREAS, the Borough Council desires to create regulation to require licensed premises to obtain a commercial filming making permit and comply with the other requirements of Section 20-15; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough of Belmar, County of Monmouth, New Jersey, that Chapter XVII Alcoholic Beverage Control of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Belmar, is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Section I. Chapter XVII Alcoholic Beverage Control, Section 17-7 Rules and Regulations is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

17-6  Reserved.
17-6
Compliance with the commercial filming making permit requirements and regulations.

In addition to the requirements of obtaining a commercial filming making permit and complying with the regulations governing the same pursuant to Section 20-15 et seq. it shall also be an independent duty and requirement of a Licensee to ensure that the permit is obtained and that all regulations in Section 20-15 and in the permit are complied with.  The failure of a Licensee to do so shall be a violation of this Section.  This Section shall not limit any violation to any person or entity that is not a Licensee that may be applicable pursuant to Section 20-15 et seq.

Section II.  Chapter XX Licenses - General, Section 20-15 Commercial Film Making is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

20-15.12
Penalties.  Where the owner of the premises is not the applicant for a permit required by this chapter, both the owner and the applicant shall each be liable for violations hereof.  Any person violating this chapter or these rules and regulations, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished by a fine not exceeding $1,000.00 per day or by imprisonment in the county jail for a term not exceeding ninety (90) days, or both. A separate offense shall be deemed committed on each day during or on which a violation occurs or continues.  However, if the premises contains a liquor license the Licensee shall not be issued a ticket for violation of this Section however the Licensee may be subject to charges pursuant to Section 17-7.6.
SECTION III.  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION IV.  All Ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION V.  This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after final passage, adoption and publication according to law.
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
