ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER IV DEPARTMENT OF FINANCE, SECTION 4-4 OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH, NEW JERSEY TO COMPLY WITH THE STANDARD COPYING FEES 
AS REQUIRED BY P.L. 2010, CHAPTER 75, SECTION 5 

WHEREAS, on September 10, 2010 the Governor signed into law P.L. 2010, Chapter 75, Section 5, effective on November 9, 2010, which requires all municipalities to set their Open Public Record Act fee schedules in accordance with this law; and 

WHEREAS, this Ordinance shall take effect on November 9, 2010 and until such time the Borough shall charge fees based upon actual costs in accordance with the case of: Smith v. Hudson County Register, 411 N.J. Super. 538 (App. Div. 2010).

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Belmar, Monmouth County that Chapter IV of the Borough of Belmar Revised General Ordinances is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

Section I. Chapter IV, Section 4-4, is hereby amended, revised and supplemented as follows:

4-4(b) Fees for Copies of Records.  The following schedule of fees shall be charged:
1.
        [$.75 per page for first ten (10) pages.*

        $.50 per page for next ten (10) pages.

        $.25 per page for each page over twenty (20) pages.]

2.     The fee for certified copies of records shall be five ($5.00) dollars per copy.

3.     The fee for mailing of copies shall be two ($2.00) dollars for mailing of one (1) to three (3) pages. The fee shall be five ($5.00) dollars if four (4) or more pages are mailed.

4.     The fee shall be $.07 [one ($1.00) dollar] for each print of the tax map (14" x 16" size).

5.     An assessment search fee shall be ten ($10.00) dollars.

6.     A tax search fee shall be ten ($10.00) dollars.

The public records of the Borough of Belmar shall be accessible for examination and copying in accordance with N.J.S.A. 47:1A-1 et seq., upon the terms and conditions herein provided.  Such inspection shall be made only at reasonable times during the business hours and without interference with the conduct of the affairs of the office or other place where such records are kept or maintained.

2.
Prior to allowing access to any government record, the custodian thereof shall redact from that record any information which discloses the social security number, credit card number, unlisted telephone number, or driver license number of any person, in accordance with N.J.S.A. 47:1A-5 and redact any personal information or information otherwise protected by law.

A copy or copies of a government record may be purchased by any person upon payment of the following fees:



$0.05 

per letter size page or smaller



$0.07 

per legal size page or larger

4.
If the Borough can demonstrate that its actual costs for duplication of a government record exceed the foregoing rates, the Borough shall be permitted to charge the actual cost of duplicating the record.  The actual cost of duplicating the record, upon which all copy fees are based, shall be the cost of materials and supplies used to make a copy of the record, but shall not include the cost of labor or other overhead expenses associated with making the copy except for a Special Service Charge as provided herein, if applicable.

Special Service Charges -- Whenever the nature, format, manner of collation, or volume of a government record embodied in the form of printed matter to be inspected, examined, or copied pursuant to this section is such that the record cannot be reproduced by ordinary document copying equipment in ordinary business size or involves an extraordinary expenditure of time and effort to accommodate the request, the Borough may charge, in addition to the actual cost of duplicating the record, a special service charge of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars per hour.  A deposit of the estimated special service charge shall be required prior to the request being processed and the full amount of the actual special service charge shall be paid prior to the release of the documents.  The requestor shall have the opportunity to review and object to the estimated special service charge prior to it being incurred.

The fee for a certified list of property owners shall be twenty-five ($.25) cents per owner or ten ($10.00) dollars, whichever is greater.
8.
The fee for a Land Development Book   $75.00
9.
The fee for a codified Borough Ordinance Book   $250.00.

10. 7.Fee for supplements of either the Land Development Book or the Codified Borough Ordinances—same as fees for copies of individual pages.


Extraordinary Services — when extraordinary time and effort is required, the fee is the actual cost of material and supplies and a special service charge of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars per hour will be charged. A deposit of fifty (50%) percent of estimated cost shall be required prior to the request being started.

11. 8.The fee for a duplicate tax bill shall be five ($5.00) dollars per copy.

9.
Mailing charges for any of said items shall be the actual postage charge incurred by the Borough.
10.
Access to electronic records and non-printed materials shall be provided free of charge, but the public agency may charge for the actual costs of any needed supplies such as computer discs.

SECTION II. If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION III.  All Ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION IV.  This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after final passage, adoption and publication according to law and not prior to November 9, 2010.
