AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING

CHAPTER XIX  TRAFFIC, PART I ON-STREET TRAFFIC REGULATIONS

TO AMEND SECTION 19-18, PERMIT PARKING

OF THE REVISED GENERAL ORDINANCES OF

THE BOROUGH OF BELMAR, IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH,

NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, the Borough of Belmar now desires to create specific provisions with regard to on-street permit parking by amending Section 19-18, Permit Parking; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Belmar have determined that the need for permit parking exists to provide for sufficient parking in certain areas of the Borough; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined that the existing permit parking provisions in Section 19-18 for permit parking along certain portions of River Avenue are no longer needed; and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Belmar is permitted to adopt said ordinance without the approval of the Commissioner of Transportation pursuant to NJSA 39:4-197, NJSA 39:4-140 and NJSA 39:4-8; and


WHEREAS, as required by the aforementioned statutes the Borough Engineer has, under his seal as a licensed professional engineer, certified to the governing body of the municipality, that any designation or erections of signs or placement of pavement markings has been approved by the engineer after investigation of the circumstances, and it appears to the engineer to be in the interest of safety and the expedition of traffic on the public highways, and conforms to the current standards prescribed by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, as adopted by the commissioner and that the provisions of this ordinance, is consistent with the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, consistent with accepted engineering standards, based on the results of an accurate traffic and engineering survey, and does not place an undue traffic burden or impact on streets in an adjoining municipality or negatively affect the flow of traffic on the State highway system.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Borough of Belmar, County of Monmouth, New Jersey, that Chapter XIX Traffic, Part I On-Street Traffic Regulations of the Borough of Belmar Revised General Ordinances is hereby amended and supplemented as follows:

SECTION I.
Chapter XIX Traffic, Part I On-street Traffic Regulations is hereby amended as follows:

[Note to Editor: Section 19-18 is new but is not underlined for ease of reading.]

19-18
PERMIT PARKING.
No person shall park a vehicle on streets or parts of streets as described within the following sections unless an appropriate and current parking permit as issued by the Borough of Belmar is displayed on said vehicle for those streets or parts of streets as described or listed within the following sections:

	Hours
	Days
	Location

	River Avenue
	9:00 am to 5:00 pm
	Saturday and Sundays from May 15 through September 15
	Starting from a point 105 feet northwest of the prolongation of the curblines  of the north corner of Second and Ocean Avenue and proceeding northwest along the eastern curb-lines of River Avenue for 394 feet to encompass 33 diagonal parking spaces.


a.
Exemptions. The following vehicles shall be exempt from this permit parking as follows:

1.
Contractors, service and delivery vehicles bearing the name and address of a commercial business may park without permit during the time they are rendering service or repairs to a residence or business within the permit parking area.

2.
Emergency vehicles and public utility vehicles may park within the permit parking area during the time they are rendering service or repairs within the permit parking area.

b.
Administration. Application for parking permits under this section shall be made in writing on forms available from the Chief of Police. Permits shall be granted only under the following terms and conditions.

1.
Only a maximum of twenty-five (25) permits will be issued per season for River Avenue.

c.
Penalty. Vehicles in violation of this section shall be subject to a fine of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars plus any additional court costs.

19-18.1
Permit Parking Areas.

a.
The parking or standing of any vehicle, motor-vehicle, motorcycle, or similar conveyance, hereinafter a "vehicle" on the streets within the areas, during such times and for such vehicles as designated from time to time by Resolution of the Mayor and Council shall only be permitted by vehicles to which are affixed a Borough issued Parking Permit authorizing the vehicle to park in that zone in accordance with this section.


b.
Permit Parking shall be effective and will be enforced only within such areas of each Permit Parking Zone approved by Resolution of the Mayor and Borough Council, and as shall be designated by appropriate signage on each street on which the applicable Permit Parking restrictions as authorized herein shall be in effect.


c.
During all times that streets are not subject to Permit Parking restrictions, all other applicable parking and related laws, rules and regulations shall apply.

19-18.2
Parking Permits.

a.
A vehicle parked in a Permit Parking Zone during the time designated for permit parking must display a valid parking permit decal or hang-tag issued by the Borough of Belmar Police Department.  Parking Permit Decals shall be affixed to the driver's side of the windshield and shall be clearly visible from outside the vehicle at all times. Permit Parking hang-tags shall be hung from the vehicle's interior rear view mirror or other conspicuous place in the front windshield and shall be clearly visible from outside the vehicle at all times.


b.
Parking Permit Decals may be obtained through the Belmar Police Department during normal business hours.  Applicants for a parking permit shall complete and submit a parking permit application form, which shall require the license plate number of the vehicle and the Belmar address at which the permittee resides, and such other information as the Chief of Police may reasonably require to effect the purposes of this Section. No parking permit shall be issued except upon the submission of identification or other reliable documentation reasonably satisfactory to the Belmar Police Department establishing that the owner, lessee or regular user of the vehicle in question lawfully resides at a residence located in the Permit Parking Zone to which the permit applies.

19-18.3
Violations - Penalties.

a.
It shall be unlawful and a violation of the provisions of this Section for any person to cause or allow any vehicle to be parked or to stand in any permit parking area without having a permit to do so and without displaying the same on the vehicle as provided herein.  Every person violating the provisions of this Section shall upon conviction thereof, be subject to a fine of:

1.
Twenty-nine dollars ($29.00) plus costs for a first offense, however if by the Court date for the ticket the owner of the vehicle can present proof to the Court that a parking permit has been obtained for the vehicle, then the owner of the vehicle shall only pay Court costs;

2.
Twenty-nine dollars ($29.00) plus costs for a second offense; 

3.
Fifty-four dollars ($54.00) plus costs for a third and subsequent offenses and the vehicle shall be booted and/or towed.


b.
In addition to the imposition of a violation pursuant to Section 19-18.3.a, any vehicle, without having a permit to do so and without displaying the same as provided herein, that occupies any parking space in a permit parking area for more than twenty-four (24) hours may be towed and the owner shall pay the costs of any unpaid tickets, as provided for in Section 19-3, before regaining possession of the vehicle.


c.
It shall be unlawful and a violation of the provisions of this Section for any person to falsify, alter or reproduce a parking permit decal or hang-tag.  Violation of this regulation shall be punishable upon conviction of:

1.
Thirty dollars ($30.00) plus costs for a first offense;

2.
Fifty dollars ($50.00) plus costs for a second and subsequent offenses.

SECTION II.  If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of the Ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

SECTION III.  All Ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with or in conflict with the ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

SECTION IV.  This Ordinance shall take effect 20 days after final passage, adoption and publication according to law.
