This Belmar COVID-19 Beach Operations Plan is hereby instituted in accordance with

our current operational and managerial needs.

Notwithstanding the Belmar COVID-19 Beach Operation Plan established herein,
operational needs may dictate the movement of personnel within the Borough of Belmar
for a temporary or permanent assignment; nothing in this Standard Operating Guideline

shall preclude that movement.

l. Authority:

An operational plan is hereby implemented for the safety and security of
Belmar Borough Residents, Belmar Borough Full and Part Time Employees,
Belmar Emergency Services/First Responders, VVolunteers, Visitors, Tourists,
Business Owners/Tenants and Commuters passing within the boundaries of
the Borough of Belmar by the authority vested in the Belmar Borough Police
Department and Belmar Office of Emergency Management.

Il. Boardwalk/Beach:

A. The Belmar Boardwalk will be open to pedestrian traffic only. Social
Distancing Guidelines will be strictly adhered to pursuant to New Jersey
Executive Order No. 103 issued on March 9, 2020.
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B. The following steps have been taken to manage Social Distancing
Guidelines:

i. Social Distancing Task Force is comprised of Police Officers from
the Belmar Police Department, members of the Belmar Office of
Emergency Management, and employees of the Belmar
Department of Public Works.

ii. This COVID-19 Task Force will patrol the beach and boardwalk to
ensure compliance with social distancing guidelines and to monitor
occupancy levels on the sand and beachfront area. Based on
circumstances, beachgoers may have to be diverted to less crowded
beaches to maintain proper distancing guidelines. This is a
proactive approach rather than a reactive one.

iii. The Emergency Operations Center Command Post will be at the
Public Safety Pavilion, 10" Avenue and Ocean Avenue. No public
access.

iv. The Police Officers assigned will enforce all New Jersey State
Statues and Belmar Borough Ordinances.

v. COVID-19 related arrests will be communicated through the
BPD chain of command. The On-Call Duty Assistant
Prosecutor from the Monmouth County Prosecutor’s Office
will be contacted if further guidance is needed. (Pursuant to
New Jersey AG Guidelines and Directives)

C. The 1.3-mile Belmar Beach will be divided into four patrol zones:

Zone #1 15t Avenue to 6™ Avenue
Zone #2 61 Avenue to 11™ Avenue
Zone #3 11" Avenue to 16™ Avenue
Zone #4 16" Avenue to 20" Avenue

D. Tally Counters will be utilized by Gate Attendants to count badge holders
on and off the beach. (There needs to be a visual inspection component
for the family/household member exception of the Social Distancing
Guidelines).

E. To maintain order on the boardwalk and conform to social distancing
guidelines, the following precautions have been implemented:

1. Removal of all benches from the boardwalk as to discourage
gatherings that will disrupt social distancing guidelines.
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2. No Bicycles, Skateboards, Roller Blades, or other mechanical
personal movement devices are allowed on the Boardwalk at any
time.

3. Bicycle racks relocated to boardwalk “Bump Outs™ and at the
following locations so as not to impede the flow of pedestrian
traffic:

1% Avenue & Ocean Avenue- Area of the Fishing Club
2" Avenue & Ocean Avenue

5 Avenue & Ocean Avenue on Silver Lake

8" Avenue & Ocean Avenue — SMRSA Building

13" Avenue & Ocean Avenue

17" Avenue & Ocean Avenue

North Boulevard & Ocean Avenue

Bicycles that impede the flow of pedestrian traffic or violate
Belmar Borough Ordinance 16-14(n)(p); or are locked to any
railings will be removed and transported to the Belmar Police
Department. Please refer to ordinance below:

16-14 REGULATION OF CONDUCT IN PUBLIC PARKS,
RECREATION AREAS OR ANY OTHER PUBLIC
PROPERTY.

(n) Leave a bicycle in a place other than a bicycle rack when such
is provided and there is space available.

(p) Leave a bicycle lying on the ground or paving or set against
trees, or in any place or position where other persons may trip
over or be injured by it.

4. Traffic barrels placed in the center of the boardwalk with “Keep
Right Arrows” thus maintaining an orderly flow and separation of
pedestrian traffic.

5. No dogs are permitted on the beach or boardwalk pursuant to
Belmar Ordinance No. 18-2.7(1).

6. No person shall play baseball or engage in any type of ball playing
or throwing of a frisbee on the beachfront or in the water adjacent
thereto during bathing hours in any manner which creates a danger
or unreasonable inconvenience to others, any such persons shall
obey all direction from lifeguards and Police Officers regarding
such activities pursuant to Belmar Ordinance No. 18-2.7(g).

No person shall engage in any type of rough athletics or “horse-
play” on the beachfront or in the water adjacent thereto pursuant to
Belmar Ordinance No. 18-2.7(h).

Social Distancing Guideline signage posted.
“Soft Signage” asking for patrons to wear face coverings posted.

Beach shower controls replaced with timed motion detectors to
turn the water on and off without a person touching the controls for
each shower. A sanitizing schedule will also be implemented. All
drinking water fountains removed.

Social Media posts utilized to educate the public about operational
guidelines, rules, and regulations. If the beach capacity exceeds
acceptable social distancing guidelines the Borough will post that
information in a timely fashion to coincide with the Monmouth
County Freeholders “Know Before You Go” campaign. Please
visit:

Utilization of “Drone Technology” to monitor and record
conditions and compliance.

Visual observations from the Public Safety Complex “Crow’s
Nest” will be implemented.

At any time when social distancing guidelines are not achievable,
corrective actions will be implemented, up to and including the
closing of the beach, to maintain approved levels of safety and
security.

Belmar Friendship Force-Ambassadors of Goodwill. This is a
community-based group of Belmar residents who will volunteer
their time to assist as needed in a nonconfrontational proactive
approach expressing the need for social distancing on the
oceanfront. The volunteers will be supplied with shirts that will
identify them as members of the Belmar Friendship Force. PPE
will also be supplied.

Ticket Booths/Gate Attendants/Beach Badge Sales, Employees:

PPE is required to include Neck Gator Face Coverings, Gloves, and Hand
Sanitizer.

Beach Badge Sales Booth. Additional six (6) booths deployed. Plexi-Glass
clear barriers between booth employees and patrons.

Remote locations will be utilized away from the beachfront for beach
badge sales as needed. Two (2) additional Beach Badge Ticket Booths will
be placed at the Ocean Avenue end of Silver Lake for the sale of daily
badges to limit the lines on the boardwalk in the area of Taylor Pavilion to
ensure social distancing.

The following signs will be required to be posted at all “Beach Badge
Sales” locations:

e ONLY WITH YOUR COOPERATION WILL WE BE ABLE TO
KEEP OUR BEACHES OPEN

e No Beach Badge Refunds-All Sales Final

e Due to COVID-19 and in compliance with Social Distancing
Guidelines you may be asked to relocate to another beach.

e If you fail to comply with Social Distancing Guidelines you will be
removed from the beach.

e If the beach is closed due to weather or capacity issues, there will
be no refunds.

There will be a six-foot protection zone clearly delineated for Avenue
Gate Attendants.

No “hand to hand” contact with Gate Attendants for daily badge ticket
holders.

. Lines of badge purchasers to be marked at 6-foot spaces.

. Bank Currency Counting Machines deployed to minimize personal

contact.
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To maintain compliance with social distancing guidelines, the sale of
season badges will be suspended at 5:00pm on Friday, May 22, 2020.
Season badge sales will resume on Tuesday, May 26, 2020 at the Taylor
Pavilion.

Daily badges can be purchased at ticket booths on the boardwalk and at
the Ocean Avenue side of Silver Lake on Saturday, Sunday, and Monday,
May 23" through May 25, 2020.

After the Memorial Day Weekend, season beach badges and daily beach
badges can be purchased at Taylor Pavilion, 500 Ocean Avenue, 7 days a
week, 9:00am until 5:00pm. Cash or check only.

Future beach badge restrictions may be implemented to comply with
social distancing guidelines. Restrictions will be posted on social media
outlets as they occur.

Regular season badge is $70.00, senior (65 or older) is $30.00, and
disabled with proper ID is $30.00. Daily beach badges will go on sale May
23", Badges will be required 7 days a week until Labor Day. Daily beach
badges are $9.00 per person and required for anyone over the age of 15.

Lifequards Requirements:

Lifeguard or his designee.

Lifeguards stationed at every beach as directed by the Chief Lifeguard or
his designee.
